8.1
Each boat shall display sail numbers designated on its accepted registration. This modifies rule 77.

8.2
All boats are encouraged to fly a yacht club burgee. This modifies rule 55.

COURSES TO BE SAILED 
The race area is shown on the current Arizona Yacht Club Tempe Town Lake Course Chart Revision C. Courses to be sailed are shown on the same chart.

SCORING 

10.1
One race is required to be completed to constitute a series. 

10.2
A boat starting later than five (5) minutes after her starting signal will be scored “Did Not Start” (DNS). This changes rule A4.

10.3
A boat may retire (RET) from a race and receive a score equal to the number of starters for that race, except if she starts alone in her fleet she shall sail the entire course to be scored as a finishing boat. This changes rule A4.

10.4
Unless changed by fleet rules, discards shall be 20% (rounded down) of all races in the series. 

10.5
Per Day entrants will not be scored for the series.

10.6 Fleet scoring may be modified (aside for rule 10.1) per fleet rules submitted to the AYC Fleet Captain prior to Sept. 25th 2010.
